The Liza River runs into the Arc-
tic Sea some 35 miles west of the
vital northiern seaport of Mur-
mansk, parvallel to the Russo-Fin-
hish border and 20 miles inside
Soviet territory..

Meanwhile, the Xarelian Isth-
mus offenslve has reached a point
only 35 miles from the Finnish
port of ‘Viborg. Col. Gen. Leonid
Govo troops are still ad-
vancing diong the direct highway
to the city, which was captured
once béfore after_the spectacular
breakthrough In the last stages of
the Russo-Finnish war of 1940.

The Russians are driving for-
ward in three spearheads—along
the coastal road, along the Viborg
highway, and to the mnortheast.
Heavy Klim and Voroshilov tanks
are smasghing through strongly-
fortified Fimnish positions while

_Katushas, or "longtailed firebirds,”
the famied Russlan rocket guns so
successfully used during the battle
for Stalingrad, are sent plunging
into the forests to smoke out en-
emy tommy-gunners and blow up
hidden ammunition dumps.

Senate OKs
Soldier Bifl

WASHINGTON, June 14—The
Senate this week passed and sent
to the White House a compromise
-version of the “GI Bill of Rights,"
embodying a comprehensive pro-
gram of benefits for veterans of
the present war,

Cost of the program, including
hospitalization, education, unem-
ployment compensation and loans
for the purchase of homes, farms
and businesses, has been estimated
at from three billions to six and
a half billons of dollars.

Finance Committee Chairman
Walter George (D., Ga.) told his
colleagues In the Senate that con-
ferees had agreed reluctantly to
House insistence on any benefits
the veteran gets under the bill be
deducted from any bonus he may
be voted after the war.

Under the measure, the veteran
would be entitled to a 20 dollar a
week unemployment compensation

Allies Score
Fresh Gains

ADVANCED ALLIED HEAD-
QUARTERS, June 14 — Allied
armies in Italy have made new
strides forward on all sectors of
the trans-peninsula lne ggalnst
varving degrees of resistance, to-
day's communique reported.

U. S. troops on Highway 1 have
hurdled the German roadblock
southeast of Orbetello and are
pushing beyond the junction with
lateral Route 74, 80 miles above
Rome, The Americans forced the
kraut strongpoint by breaking
through the hills to win control
of Route 74 when progress along
the coastal route was blocked.

Other 5th Army forces on the
west shore of Lake Bolsena took
the town of Latera and are push-
ing on toward Gradlioli, which lies
on Route 74 a few miles short of
its junction with Highway 2. Op-
position along the entire Route
74 line was described as strong.

Fast of the lake, a third b6th
Army spearhead is closing in on
the town of Bolsena, ten miles
southwest of Orvieto. Due south of
Orvieto, the South Africans are
closing in on Bagnoreggio after a

LONDON, June 14 — The Luft-
waife, under the terrific pressure
of an Allied air onslaught which
has smashed at the enemy with-
out letup since D Day, has been
forced to abandon 27 or more for-
ward airfields in northern France,
a dispatch from Supreme Allied
Headquarters reported today.
The enemy has been driven from
ten to 15 other aerodromes within
a 150 mile radius of Caen, it was
sald.

Very strong formations of four-
engined heavies of the U. 8. 8th
Alr Force early today attacked air-
fields and bridges in France and
Belgium and an important.oil re-
finery at Emmerich in Germany
as a follow-up ‘to the heavy RAF
attack on oil dumps and plants at
Gelsenkirchen.

Wehrmacht, Scraping Barrel,
Seen Still Formidable Foe

NEW YORK, June 14—The pres-
ence of an organized Japanese
unit in the German forces fight-
ing the Allles in Normandy, and
the more significant discovery of
the 162nd Turkoman - Divislon
among the disrupted enemy forces
In Italy, has given rise here in the
United States to the belief that
the bottom of the Nazl manpower
barrel is now in sight.

German women snipers also
have been discovered — and some
killed—in Normandy. General Sir
Bernard L. Montgomery revealed
this, suggesting they are wives of
German offlcers.

Newspapers here stressed other
indications of the deterioration of
the once overpowering Wehrmacht.
New units, attempting to plug the

gap left by the dissolution of the
14th Army, are said to be gener-
ally of poor quality, such as the
20th Luftwaffe Field Division, air
corps ground troops. The Turko-
man Division enlisted men are
Russlan war prisoners from central
Asla and still wear Red Army boots
and blouses.

The New York Herald Tribune
sums up these reports with the
quote: "If this isn't the bottom
of the barrel—the great barrel of
the fantastic German manhood
dralned for all the senseless
slaughters from Narvik to Egypt
and from the crossing of the Meuse
to Stallngrad—it is very close to
it.>

A dispatch
from Supreme Allled Expeditionary
Force headquarters sald it was "no¢
clear” whether the Allies still held
the town, which was taken yestere
day by the 4th U. 8. Infantry Di-
vision. In the same sector, “fluid
fighting” was underway at Bale
lerol. .

The enemy assault against Mon-
tebourg was reported to be backed
by heavy tank and mortar supe
port.

Today's Allled communique dis-
closed that elsewhere on the
beachhead, which now stretches
over approximately 750 square
miles, the Allles were advancing.

Concerning the invasion, Stalin
said:

"This is undoubtedly a brilliant
success of our Allles. One must ad-
mit the history of war does nof
know eny such undertaking so
broad in concentration, so grandi-
ose in scale and so masterly. in
execution.

"In summing up the result of
the seven days of liberation by the
Allied troops who have invaded
northern France, I may say,
without hesitation, that the large
scale forcing of the channel and
the mass landing of troops have
fully suceceeded.

"As is known, 'invincible' Napo=
leon shamefully failed in his time
with his plan to force the channel
and capture the British Isles. Hite
ler, the hysteric, who for two years
boasted that he wonuld carry out
the forcing of the channel, did
not even attempt it.

towards bitterly-contested Caen.
An outflanking move against Caen,
where the British face persistent
CGerman attacks, was announced
last night.

Today’s = German communique
also Indicated that the Nazis were
battling with increased vigor. The
enemy report sald that German
forces "penetrated into the enemy
bridgehead east of the Orne” and
spoke of recapturing "a number of
Yocalities.” The Germans failed to
pmame any of the localities, how-
ever, to substantiate their claim.

Meanwhile, General Dwight D.
Elsenhower's message to President
Roosevelt that other operations
might be expected drew attention
to German anti-invasion precau-
fions In the Lowlands. The Nether-
jands government-in-exile reported
precautionary measures were be-
ing speeded up throughout Hol-
land. Paratroop defenses received
particular attention.

Within France, patriot resistance
was disrupting German operations.
The Assoclated Press reported from
Yrun, on tbe Spanish border, that
French troops now hold the entire
city o Tarbes, in southwestern
¥France. A Washington dispatch
spoké of "a wave of patriot re-
glstance” within France.

Alglers radio, quoting an officlal
gtatement by the ¥French Provi-
plonal Government, sald that
¥French patriot forces have inter-
rupted & number of .German lines
of communications and "have con-
gributed to the success of the first
phase of the invasion.” Small gar-
risons have been wiped out in the
Alps, Pyrenees, Brittany and other
reglons, the communique disclosed,
while German convoys are attacked

persistently.

stiff two-day battle. Another force
is fanning out into the rolling
country ten miles to the north-
east of Viterbo toward a secondary
bighway leading into Orvieto.

ward evening, however, and strong
formations of U. 8. heaviles, es-
corted by Lightning and Mustang
fighters, resumed their onslaught
against enemy river communica-
tions, bridges and airfields.

More than 225 Marauders and
Havocs also went out to pound fuel
dumps and highway junctions in a
wide arc behind the German
lines and for & short time ran into
serious German fighter opposition
as well as stiff fire from anti-
aircraft batteries.

Later, enemy {ighter opposition
subsided and became "spotty” all
along the front, although many
Allied formations encountered
strong anti-aircraft barrages.

According to a Reuter's report
from Allied Headquarters, approxi-
mately 500 German single-engined
fighters have been moved into the
Normandy area, with some of these
being drawn from- the-homeland’s
own defense fighter fleet. Allied
air strategy is now forcing the
Luftwaffe to abandon its defense
of German citles under attack by
American and British day and
night bombers in order to provide
more fighter protection for Ger-
man froop concentrations and
communications on the French
battlefield.

The Luftwaife was sald to be
losing from 30 to 50 fighters daily
and those still in use were finding
it increasingly difficult to operate
from airfields in France now un-
der constant and devastating at-
tack by Allled bomber fleets.

Navy Blasts -

141 Aircraft

PEARL HARBOR, June 14 — In
a daring three-day sweep through
enemy waters, the powerful U. 8.
carrier task force operating against
four important Japanese - held
Mariana Islands bases, has de-
stroyed 141 enemy planes and
sunk 13 enemy ships, including s
fast destroyer and three corvettes,
it was announced today.

Sixteen other enemy vessels, in-
cluding three destroyers and one
destroyer escort, were heavily
damaged in the operation, while
American losses amounted to 15
fighter planes,

The four main objectives of the
Amerlcan carrler bombers and
fighters were Guam, 2aipan, Tin-
ian and ' Rota. Last Saturday,
Amerlean fighter planes swept the
airdromes and shore installations
of the four islands In force and
destroyed 124 enemy aircraft, in
the air and on the ground. Ameri-
can losses during the day were 11
Hellcat fighter planes and eight
pllots. Allied. attacks continued
with unabated fury Sunday when
18 more enemy alrcraft, two small
cargo ships and an oiler were de-
stroyed. A formation of enemy
ships attempting to escape from
Saipan was attacked June 11, re-
sulting in the destruction of most
of the ships listed in the com-
munique.

Mokmer aerodrome on Biak Island —

in the Dutch New Guinea area.
Ground forces already are pushing
on towards Borokoe airfield.

Six enemy planes raided Blak
Island Sunday night and damaged
an American destroyer.

shields of combined steel and rub-
ber and roofs 20 feet thick.

The whole area guarding the
old Mannerheim Line and the ap-
proaches to the city of Viborg is
thickly studded with land and
high - explosive anti - personnel
mines, according to fronfline dis-
patches, but already Soviet troops
are reaching ground where Fin-
nish fortifications are only half-
completed and land mines appear
to have been laid hastily and with-
out plan.
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
