A veteran with more than 400 hours of "green ink"
combat flying in her logbook, Armin had performed many medical evacuation missions from
New Guinea. When touring the Douglas plants, she would tell the "Rosie the Riveters" in the
audience of the flights their work had made possible.(National Archives).
